Rule 2: Capitalize major words and words with four 
letters or more.

For example, Journey From North to South

Rule 3: Do not capitalize minor words unless these are 
the first or last words of the title.

For example, A Visit From the Squad

Rule 4: Capitalize the first word after a colon, em dash, 
or end punctuation in a heading.

For example, Part Two: The End of the Beginning
